Life jackets must be worn at all times onboard the Elliott 7’s, competitors must provide their own life

jackets.

1.3 The series will be sailed in the |0 Elliott 7 yachts as provided by the RNZYS and allocated by the OA.
These boats will be rigged and equipped as closely as possible to each other, to the satisfaction of the
OA. Competitors shall not make any alterations to the boats and may only add or remove equipment
specified in the Supplementary Sailing Instructions.

1.4 On Water Judging may be used for this event. World Sailing Addendum U will apply. This will be
attached to the Supplementary Sailing Instructions.

1.5 Racing Rule 33 will be changed and will appear in full in the Standard Sailing Instructions.

1.7 Appendix T, Arbitration, will apply.
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2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

2.1 The series is open to all RNZYS members, the skipper shall be a financial member of the RNZYS.

22 Eligible members may enter by completing the attached entry form and sending it, together with the

23 Maximum of ten entrants for the series.

24 A minimum of six (6) boats must be entered before 20th September 2021 or the series may be
cancelled.

5 CREW & CREW WEIGHTS
5.1 The maximum number of crew is 5 and maximum crew weight is 350kg.
6 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
6.1 The Sailing Instructions which will consist of the RNZYS Standard Sailing Instructions and

Supplementary Sailing Instructions (SSI) will be available by Tuesday 28th September online at
WWW.INZys.org.nz
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VENUE
The races will be held within the Waitemata Harbour.

COURSES
The courses to be sailed will be Windward/Leeward courses as listed in the SSI. Port or Starboard mark
rounding’s may be used according to the tide.

PENALTY SYSTEM
On Water Judging will apply using World Sailing Addendum U which will be attached to the SSI.

SCORING

One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

() When fewer than fifteen (15) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total
of her race scores.

(b) When from sixteen (16) to twenty-one (21) races have been completed, a boat’s series score
will be the total of her race scores excluding her one (1) worst score.

(c) When more than twenty-one (21) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her two (2) worst scores.

(d) When more than twenty-seven (27) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be

the total of her race scores excluding her two (2) worst scores.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

As a safety requirement, all boats must maintain a listening watch on VHF Radio (supplied) channel 17
on deck at all times while racing.

PRIZES

A Line Prize will be awarded for the overall winner of the race day.

Series prizes will be awarded to first, second and third on line overall at the series prize giving on
Thursday 31°° March 2022.

The Trophy for first place will be presented at the RNZYS Summer Series Prizegiving on Saturday 21st
May 2022.

INSURANCE
Each participating boat is insured under the RNZYS policy, each skipper is liable for $1000 per incident.
